The Regular Meeting of the City Council of the City of East Peoria, Illinois was called to order by his Honor Mayor 
John P. Kahl presiding at 6:00 P.M. with proper notice having been given. 
 
Upon the roll being called the following answered present:  Mayor John P. Kahl, Commissioner Daniel S. Decker, 
Commissioner Mark E. Hill, Commissioner Seth D. Mingus, and Commissioner Michael L. Sutherland.  
Absent: None.  
 
The invocation was given by Commissioner Hill. 
 
Mayor Kahl led the Council and the audience in the pledge of allegiance to the flag. 
 
Motion by Commissioner Mingus, seconded by Commissioner Decker; Mr. Mayor, I move that the minutes of the 
Regular Meeting held on January 7, 2020 and the minutes of the Special Meeting for a Working Session held on 
January 7, 2020 be approved as printed.

Mayor Kahl stated if there was anyone in the audience who wanted to speak on any items on the agenda to come to 
the podium and state the matter or matters to be discussed.   
 
Mr. Roy Sorce of Sorce Enterprises came up to the podium and made comments about his business that is requesting 
a conditional use for property owned at 3201 North Main Street.  He explained that Sorce Enterprises is a 40-year 
multi-generational business that is flying under the radar and he has only received positive feedback regarding their 
seeking their conditional use.  He commented on the employment policy of the business that meets the requirements 
in the State Statue regarding employment in cannabis businesses.

Resolution No. 1920-099 by Commissioner Hill; A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A PUBLIC HEARING FOR 
THE EXCHANGE OF CITY PROPERTY LOCATED AT EASTPORT MARINA AND AMENDMENT TO 
UNIT OWNERSHIP OF THE EASTPORT RESTAURANT-ADMINISTRATION BUILDING 
CONDOMINIUM 
              WHEREAS, the main administrative and restaurant building at the Eastport Marina (the “Eastport Marina 
Building”) is partitioned into the Eastport Restaurant/Administration Building Condominium (“Condominium”) that 
is comprised of two condominium units owned, respectively, by the City of East Peoria and Cullinan Real Estate 
Holdings, LLC (“Cullinan”); and  

WHEREAS, the City owns the real estate immediately surrounding the Eastport Marina Building, which 
together with the two condominium units and real estate owned by the Eastport Restaurant/Administration Building 
Condominium Association (the “Association”), comprise the actual Eastport Marina Building site; and 

WHEREAS, in order to better define the property ownership of the Eastport Marina Building site to more 
accurately correspond property ownership to the parties’ responsibilities thereto, the City and the Association desire 
to exchange the portion of the Association’s property identified in Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated by 
reference (the “Association Exchange Property”), and the portion of the City’s property also identified in Exhibit A 
attached hereto (the “City Exchange Property”); and 

WHEREAS, the City and Cullinan further desire to redefine the boundaries of the condominium units as set 
forth on the First Amended Plat, attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated by reference, together with a 
corresponding re-allocation of each unit owner’s percent interest in the common elements of the Condominium; and 

WHEREAS, prior to approving the proposed property exchanges, pursuant to Section 11-76.2-1 of the 
Illinois Municipal Code (65 ILCS 5/11-76.2-1), the City Council is required to conduct a public hearing on the 
proposed property exchanges (the “Public Hearing”); 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST PEORIA, 
TAZEWELL COUNTY, ILLINOIS, THAT: 

Section 1.  A Public Hearing on the proposed property exchanges (as described above) is hereby 
scheduled for and shall be held on Tuesday, February 18, 2020, commencing at 6:00 p.m., in the City Council 
Chambers conference room in the Civic Complex adjacent to City Hall, 401 West Washington Street, East Peoria, 
Illinois.  

Section 2. The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish the Notice of the Public 
Hearing in substantially the form set forth in attached Exhibit A in a newspaper of general circulation in the City not 
less than fifteen (15) days, nor more than thirty (30) days, prior to the hearing date of February 18, 2020.

4481 hereto attached, (AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A SPECIAL USE FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 
727 S. MAIN STREET IN THE CITY OF EAST PEORIA, TAZEWELL COUNTY, ILLINOIS) – (to allow the 
operation of a used vehicle and trailer dealership and repair shop on the property) be accepted on its first reading as 
read by its title, and be laid on the table for no less than one week for public inspection. 
 
Commissioner Hill commented on the ordinance explaining the special use.  The special use limits the vehicles to 30 
and the applicant must comply with other provisions of the city code.

Commissioner Hill commented on resolution explaining that the bonds are backed by tax levy monies and that since 
the city has the ability to pay the bonds, the property taxes are not needed.  This resolution abates those bond amounts 
from the property tax levy.

Mr. Mayor, I move you that this 
Resolution No. 1920-101 be accepted on its first reading as read by its title, and be laid on the table for no less than 
one week for public inspection. 
 
Commissioner Sutherland explained that due to unforeseen problems underground there were changes needed to move 
electrical systems, pipes, and a building.  Now, major projects will be located by hydrovac or manually be done by 
pre-locating.  The costs of this change order would have been in the bid originally if these issues had been known.   
 
Mayor Kahl explained the process in the construction and change orders that include meetings with the contractors, 
engineers, and city employees.  This change order includes 14 different items.  He commended Commissioner 
Sutherland and city staff on their diligent work throughout the project.

Commissioner Mingus explained that this contract is for the annual firefighters physicals and that this is preferred 
because SiteMed will come onsite for the physicals.  The cost is not to exceed $25,000 for two years.

Mayor Kahl declared the motion carried and Resolution No. 1920-105 be duly adopted as presented. 
 
Mayor Kahl stated if there was anyone in the audience who wanted to speak on any items not on the agenda to come 
to the podium state the matter or matters to be discussed.  There was no response. 
 
Mayor Kahl then asked for comments from Council. 
 
Commissioner Decker explained that there are many challenges in the street department to get monies for road 
repairs.  He commented on his frustration with fixing a road and then the road be disturbed by other contractors 
doing work that destroys the repairs.  As a result, he is going to look at the language in place that may require the 
road to be put back in the same condition and enforce the requirements that the city has.  He commented on some 
citizens having issues with their homes being seen as vacant.  The City has a contractor to register vacant and 
foreclosed properties for the City.  He asked those residents that have had frustrations with a vacant property letter 
they have received to work with City Council to make it better for the community.  
 
Commissioner Hill explained that recently the vacant or foreclosed property has been started and that property must 
be registered.  He explained that he has received calls and there is a process for people to question a vacant property 
determination.  He explained that some properties have been adjusted to make it so that they are not deemed vacant.  
Director Livingston explained that there could be things that are looked into for exemptions to the vacant 
declaration.   
 
Commissioner Sutherland explained that he feels that code violations should be complaint driven and snowbirds or 
those in the hospital should not have to worry unless there is a complaint.  He explained that the three mechanics 
have been doing work on fire and police vehicles and that is the reason that the city is no longer using an autobody 
shop that worked on the vehicles previously.  He explained that the autobody shop did a great job.  He explained that 
Robert Cole did a great job in replacing the lights on Meadow Avenue. 
 
Mayor Kahl commented on a misstatement that was included in some citizens’ Ameren bill. 
 
Motion by Commissioner Sutherland, seconded by Commissioner Decker; Mr. Mayor, I move you that we adjourn 
until Tuesday evening, February 4, 2020 at 6:00 P.M.

ORDINANCE NO. 4480 
 

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE  
CONDITIONS IMPOSED ON THE PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT SPECIAL USE 

GRANTED WITH RESPECT TO 
115 ARNOLD ROAD IN THE CITY OF EAST PEORIA 

 
 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance No. 1463 and Ordinance No. 1480 approved 
in 1978 (“PUD Ordinances”), the City Council authorized a Planned Unit Development 
special use (the “PUD Special Use”) for property located along Arnold Road in East Peoria 
for the purpose of lessening certain zoning requirements and restrictions for structures 
and facilities constructed in this Planned Unit Development as set forth in the PUD 
Ordinances; and  
  
 WHEREAS, Yvonne Kuecks (the "Petitioner"), has petitioned for an amendment 
of the conditions applicable to the PUD Special Use as such conditions limit the use of 
the property at 115 Arnold Road and which property is shown and described at “Exhibit 
A”, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference (which property as so described 
is hereinafter referred to as the “Property”); and  
 
 WHEREAS, the Petitioner requests that a dog grooming business be a permitted 
business operation on the Property that is located within the PUD Special Use area in 
addition to the current permitted uses for the Property and the PUD Special Use area; 
and 
  
 WHEREAS, after holding a hearing pursuant to duly published notice, the East 
Peoria Zoning Board of Appeals has recommended approval of the proposed amendment 
subject to certain conditions hereinafter set forth;   
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
EAST PEORIA, TAZEWELL COUNTY, ILLINOIS, THAT: 
  

Section 1. The conditions applicable to the PUD Special Use approved by the 
PUD Ordinances are hereby amended to allow a dog grooming business on the Property. 
  
 Section 2.  The establishment and continuation of the special use hereby 
authorized is contingent upon continual compliance with all applicable provisions of the 
City Code and the following special conditions: 
 

1. At the dog grooming business facility, no on-site dog or animal 
boarding is permitted. 
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2. Prior to conducting a dog grooming business on the Property, 
the off-street parking provided on the Property must include one (1) 
striped and signed handicapped parking space; additional parking can be 
provided by paving the front yard (or a portion thereof) of the Property 
between the building and the street.   

 
3. Signage on the Property for the dog grooming business is 

limited to one (1) freestanding, un-lit sign that is no more than 10 square 
feet in size and no taller the 6 feet in height.  Should such freestanding 
sign be erected on the Property, landscaping must be installed and 
maintained at the base of the sign totaling no less than 12 points, and this 
landscaping must be installed in accordance with the timeframe 
established by the Director of Planning and Community Development.

BACKGROUND: The petitioner here is seeking a Special Use to operate a 
vehicle/trailer sales and a repair operation.  This location has been used for vehicle repair 
and most recently vehicle sales.  The site plan shows 35 vehicles but staff feels that’s a tight 
squeeze given the lot size.  Perhaps 30 is more reasonable until the petitioner expands the lot 
along the Ravine frontage – which would require the lot to be attached to the primary one 
and paved accordingly.   

Lastly, this property needs some landscaping and has greenspace to accomplish this task 
along the frontage of the property.  Installation should occur no later than May 1, 2020.  The 
ZBA did not address landscaping at their meeting.    

At the ZBA hearing, the board voted 4-1 to recommend approval of this proposal to the 
City Council with the limitation than not more than 30 vehicles at a time can be displayed 
for sale.  The loan dissent vote was due to the number of vehicles permitted as that board 
member indicated the number should be lower.    

RECOMMENDATION: Approval, as presented with the following conditions: 
• Not more than 30 vehicles shall be for sale at any given time.
• Landscaping needs to be installed as per approved plan by May 1, 2020.

BACKGROUND: The petitioner here is seeking a Special Use to operate a cannabis 
infuser operation and craft grower in the rear corner of existing building at this location.  In 
order to achieve the required 1,000-foot separation from a day care facility located across 
Main Street, the petitioner proposes to demolish a portion of the building to allow 2,000sf of 
the back, northwest corner to remain in order to be greater than 1,000 feet away.  The 
petitioner likely will decide to expand this “new” building up to an additional 20,000sf in the 
future (for a total of up to 22,000sf) but no portion of that building can fall closer the 1,000-
foot separation requirement from the daycare facility at 3006 N. Main St, as well. 

At the ZBA hearing, the board voted 5-0 to recommend approval of this proposal to the 
City Council.  However, they felt the separation requirement in the ordinance left some 
opportunity for interpretation other than measuring building to building, in a straight line.  
Staff does not support any interpretation other than a straight line and the understanding for 
this approval is based upon this approach. 

RECOMMENDATION: Approval, as presented with the following conditions: 
• The use may not be operational until the demolition of the building has occurred,

and staff is able to confirm the remaining building meets the 1,000-foot separation
requirement.

• This new building may be expanded up to 22,000sf in total as long as it does not
come closer than 1,000 feet from 3006 N. Main St.  This building will adhere to all
other code requirements.

As authorized by law 
and in order to obtain the lowest possible interest rate, the various bond issues are 
backed by a contingent levy of property taxes which are extended only if the 
alternate revenue sources are insufficient to pay debt service on the bonds. 
Accordingly, it is necessary for the City to abate the contingent real estate tax 
levies in place for 2019.  The alternate revenue sources are, as anticipated, 
sufficient to pay all debt service on those bonds.

SHORT TERM LEASE 

This SHORT TERM LEASE is made as of this _______ day of _______________, 
2020, by and between the City of East Peoria, an Illinois municipal corporation 
(hereinafter known as “Landlord”), and ICC Group, Inc., an Illinois corporation 
(hereinafter known as “Tenant”). 

1. DESCRIPTION OF PREMISES:  Landlord leases to Tenant, and Tenant
leases from Landlord, on the terms and conditions set forth in this Lease, certain real 
property located adjacent to Interstate 74 in Tazewell County, Illinois, which is more 
particularly depicted on Exhibit A attached hereto (the “Premises”).   

2. UTILITIES AND EQUIPMENT:  Tenant shall pay for all water, gas, heat,
light, power, telephone service, and for all other services or utilities supplied to the 
Premises, if any, used by Tenant.   

3. CONDITION OF PREMISES:  By entry on the Premises under this Lease,
Tenant agrees on the last day of the term (or on sooner termination of this Lease) to 
surrender the Premises and the appurtenances relating thereto to Landlord in at least the 
same or substantially similar condition as on the date of lease commencement, and to 
remove all of Tenant’s property and debris from the Premises.  Landlord makes no 
representations or warranties of any kind regarding the physical condition, requirements 
of governmental agencies concerning pollution, contaminants or hazardous wastes, or 
otherwise, with respect to the Premises.  Additionally, upon surrender of the Premises, 
Tenant shall have caused the entire site and the access road depicted on Exhibit A to 
have been scraped, leveled and free of ruts or indentations. 

4. TERM:  The term of this Lease shall commence on February 1, 2020 and
end at 11:59 P.M. on November 30, 2020.  

5. RENTAL:  The net rental shall be Ten Dollars ($10.00), which amount shall
be paid by Tenant and earned in full by Landlord on or before February 28, 2020. 

6. OTHER CONSIDERATION:  In view of the nominal amount of the rental set
forth above Tenant covenants during the construction work on the I-74 Murray Baker 
Bridge to use its best efforts: (a) to minimize the adverse impact on businesses located 
within the corporate boundaries of the Landlord, (b) to cause patronage of business 
located within the corporate boundaries of the Landlord and (c) to generally accommodate 
the reasonable requests of the Landlord to lessen the inconvenience to Landlord’s 
citizens. 

7. USE OF PREMISES:  The Premises are leased to Tenant for the storage
of materials and for a field office. 



 8. ZONING, PERMITS, HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES:  Tenant, at Tenant’s 
own expense, shall comply with all laws and requirements relating to the Premises, and 
shall indemnify, defend and hold Landlord free and harmless from and against violations 
of all laws and requirements relating to the Premises, including without limitation, laws 
and requirements concerning the storage or use of hazardous substances, materials, 
waste, and toxic substances or air contaminants emitting therefrom (“Hazardous 
Materials”) as such are defined from time to time in the Federal, State and local laws and 
ordinances in effect during the Lease term.  Upon termination of this Lease, Tenant 
agrees at Tenant’s expense to remove and, if necessary, transport all Hazardous 
Materials from the Premises, conforming to all legal requirements.  Tenant will give 
Landlord immediate notice of any enforcement activity threatened or taken by any 
governmental agency. 
 
 9. MAINTENANCE:  Tenant shall care for the Premises and maintain them in 
good condition, including (without limitation) keeping the Premises free from weeds, trash 
and debris. 
 
 10. OPERATIONS ON THE PREMISES:  Ancillary to the use of the Premises 
for storage of materials and for a field office, loading and off-loading of materials and 
vehicular traffic is permitted.  No crushing of concrete or actual work on materials shall 
occur on the Premises.  Normal operating hours shall be from 7:00am to 5:30pm Monday 
through Saturday.  However, deviations from these limited operating hours are permitted 
when necessitated by work demands and construction deadlines.  Tenant shall use its 
best efforts to minimize noise, dust and any other nuisance arising from its operations on 
the Premises.  For security Tenant shall cause the entire area of the Premises used for 
its operation to be enclosed by a fence and assure that the gate to same is locked 
following each work day. 
 
 11. ACCESS TO THE PREMISES:  Until March 29, 2020 Tenant may access 
the Premises by automobiles and pick-up trucks via the access road parallel to Interstate 
74 and as depicted on the Exhibit A.  Bass Pro Drive may be used by semi-trucks or other 
vehicles that cannot execute the sharp turn from River Road on to the access road parallel 
to Interstate 74.  No later than March 29, 2020, Tenant shall cause to be constructed an 
access road/ramp to the Premises as depicted on Exhibit A and thereafter, Tenant and 
its invitees shall only use the access road/ramp to access the Premises, excepting only 
for rare and unavoidable situations where access via the road/ramp is not feasible. 
 
 12. NON-LIABILITY OF LANDLORD FOR DAMAGES:  Tenant shall 
indemnify, defend and hold Landlord free and harmless from and against, all liability and 
claims, including (without limitation) costs and attorneys’ fees and costs, property damage 
or personal injury in any way connected with Tenant’s use, possession or operation on 
the Premises, including, without limitation, all claims and liabilities relating to violations of 
law, including, without limitation, any hazardous materials law or environmental law.  
Without limitation of the foregoing, Tenant shall be solely responsible for any and all 
damage to underground pipelines, any and all other utility lines, surface valves and all 
other property damage caused by equipment and Tenant’s employees, agents, and 



invitees on the Premises.  Tenant further agrees to maintain during the term of this Lease, 
at Tenant’s expense (i) worker’s compensation insurance for all of Tenant’s employees, 
that may engage in activities at the Premises, and (ii) comprehensive liability insurance 
insuring Landlord against liability to any person or persons, arising as an incident to the 
use of or resulting from any accident occurring in or about the Premises, or the use or 
condition thereof with combined single limit of not less than Two Million Dollars 
($2,000,000.00).  Landlord shall be named as an additional insured under such liability 
policy of insurance.  Such liability insurance shall be primary and not contributing with any 
other insurance in effect for the Landlord.  Tenant shall deliver a Certificate of Insurance 
with respect to all such insurance in advance of the effective date of this Lease.  All of 
Tenant’s covenants and indemnities set forth in this Lease shall survive the expiration or 
termination of this Lease. 
 
 13. REMEDIES OF LANDLORD ON DEFAULT:  If Tenant breaches this 
Lease, Landlord shall have, in addition to all other legal rights or remedies, the right of re-
entry, after having given five (5) days’ written notice, and the right to take possession 
thereof.  If Landlord elects to re-enter, as provided above, or to take possession under 
legal proceedings, or under any notice provided for by law, Landlord may terminate this 
Lease or exercise all other rights and remedies permitted by law. 
 
 14. ATTORNEYS’ FEES ON DEFAULT:  In any action or proceeding by either 
party to enforce this Lease or any provision thereof, the prevailing party shall be entitled 
to all costs incurred and to reasonable attorney’s fees. 
 
 15. ASSIGNMENT OR SUBLETTING:  Tenant may not assign this Lease, or 
any rights under it, and may not sublet the entire or any part of the Premises without the 
prior written consent of Landlord, which Landlord may withhold in its sole and absolute 
discretion.  Any attempt by Tenant to assign or sublet any portion of the Premises in 
violation of this Section 15 shall be null and void. 
 
 16. ENTRY BY LANDLORD AND ITS CONTRACTORS:  Notwithstanding 
anything to the contrary contained in this Lease, Landlord shall have the right, without 
cost or compensation to Tenant, at any time during the term of this Lease to enter (and 
to permit its contractors, agents and employees to enter) upon the Premises for the 
purpose of conducting inspections, including (but not limited to) surveying, soil testing, 
environmental testing and other analyses in connection with the Premises as Landlord 
may desire to perform; provided that Landlord shall use good faith efforts to minimize 
interference with or disruption of Tenant’s use of the Premises in connection with any 
such entry.  Landlord shall indemnify and hold Tenant harmless from and against any 
loss, cost, liability and expense to a thirty party directly resulting from Landlord’s 
performance of such investigations or inspections, which indemnity shall survive the 
termination of this Lease.  
 
 17. HOLDING OVER:  Should Tenant holdover following expiration or 
termination of this Lease, such holdover shall be on a day to day basis only, at a rate of 
$1,000 per day and without limitation of Landlord’s right to eject Tenant and exercise its 



other remedies if such holdover is without Landlord’s prior written consent.  Tenant hereby 
waives any rights that Tenant may have or enjoy under Illinois law to holdover at, use or 
possess the Premises (or any part thereof) beyond the original term of the Lease. 
 
 18. NO RECORDATION:  Neither this Lease nor any memorandum of lease or 
short form lease shall be recorded by Tenant. 
 
 19. NOTICES:  All notices shall be served at the addresses below unless any 
party shall provide a different address by written notice given upon at least ten (10) days’ 
notice.  Any notice required under this Lease shall be deemed served upon Landlord or 
Tenant when personally delivered or deposited for mailing by certified mail to the parties 
at the addresses set forth herein.

This subject 
was presented and read for the second time at the August 6, 2019 Council meeting. What was 
presented and approved at that meeting allows the City to be reimbursed for their expenditure 
as part of this railway crossing improvement. 

Since the above mentioned 2019 Council meeting the project has been bid with the only bidder 
being RA Cullinan & Son, Inc. with a bid of $91,523.69. This amount in addition to $13,000 for 
engineering constitutes a total project cost of $104,523.69. Per agreement with the Illinois 
Commerce Commission, the City will be reimbursed 100% of this cost.

This is not a budgeted expense and has been brought forward by and is a requirement of the 
Illinois Commerce Commission after the 2019-20 budget season was finalized. 

RECOMMENDATION: I recommend that the City approve the Agreement between the 
City, the Illinois Commerce Commission, Illinois Department of Transportation, and the Norfolk 
Southern Railway to allow the reimbursement for required improvements to the railway 
intersection at Carver Lane.

Additional copies of any or all 
documents, if required shall be furnished to the LA by the ENGINEER at his actual cost for reproduction. 

g.  

Furnish the LA with survey and drafts in quadruplicate of all necessary right-of-way dedications, construction 
easements and borrow pit and channel change agreements including prints of the corresponding plats and 
staking as required. 

h. 

Assist the LA in the receipt and evaluation of proposals and the awarding of the construction contract. i. 

j. Furnish or cause to be furnished: 

(1) Proportioning and testing of concrete mixtures in accordance with the “Manual of Instructions for 
Concrete Proportioning and Testing” issued by the Bureau of Materials and Physical Research, of the 
DEPARTMENT and promptly submit reports on forms prepared by said Bureau. 

(2) Proportioning and testing of bituminous mixtures (including extracting test) in accordance with the 
“Manual of Instructions for Bituminous Proportioning and Testing” issued by the Bureau of Materials and 
Physical Research, of the DEPARTMENT, and promptly submit reports on forms prepared by said 
Bureau. 

(3) All compaction tests as required by the specifications and report promptly the same on forms prepared 
by the Bureau of Materials and Physical Research. 

(4) Quality and sieve analyses on local aggregates to see that they comply with the specifications contained 
in the contract. 

(5) Inspection of all materials when inspection is not provided at the sources by the Bureau of Materials and 
Physical Research, of the DEPARTMENT and submit inspection reports to the LA and the 
DEPARTMENT in accordance with the policies of the said DEPARTMENT. 

k. Furnish or cause to be furnished 

(1) A resident construction supervisor, inspectors, and other technical personnel to perform the following 
work:  (The number of such inspectors and other technical personnel required shall be subject to the 
approval of the LA.) 
a.  Continuous observation of the work and the contractor’s operations for compliance with the plans 

and specifications as construction proceeds, but the ENGINEER does not guarantee the 
performance of the contract by the contractor. 

b. Establishment and setting of lines and grades. 
c. Maintain a daily record of the contractor’s activities throughout construction including sufficient 

information to permit verification of the nature and cost of changes in plans and authorized extra 
work. 

d. Supervision of inspectors, proportioning engineers and other technical personnel and the taking 
and submitting of material samples. 

e. Revision of contract drawings to reflect as built conditions. 
f. Preparation and submission to the LA in the required form and number of copies, all partial and 

final payment estimates, change orders, records and reports required by the LA and the 
DEPARTMENT. 

NOTE: When Federal funds are used for construction and the ENGINEER or the ENGINEER’s assigned staff is 
named as resident construction supervisor, the ENGINEER is required to be prequalified with the 
STATE in Construction Inspection.  The onsite resident construction supervisor and project inspectors 
shall possess valid Documentation of Contract Quantities certification.

2. That all reports, plans, plats and special provisions to be furnished by the ENGINEER pursuant to this agreement will be 
in accordance with the current standard specifications and policies of the DEPARTMENT, it being understood that all 
such reports, plats, plans and drafts shall before being finally accepted, be subject to approval by the LA and the said 
DEPARTMENT. 

3. To attend conferences at any reasonable time when requested to do so by the LA or representatives of the 
DEPARTMENT. 

4. In the event plans, surveys or construction staking are found to be in error during the construction of the PROJECT and 
revisions of the plans or survey or construction staking corrections are necessary, the ENGINEER agrees that he will 
perform such work without expense to the LA, even though final payment has been received by him.

The hourly rates itemized above shall be effective the date the parties, hereunto entering this AGREEMENT, have affixed their 
hands and seals and shall remain in effect until .  In event the services of the ENGINEER extend 

beyond , the hourly rates will be adjusted yearly by addendum to this AGREEMENT to compensate for 
increases or decreases in the salary structure of the ENGINEER that are in effect at that time.

b. Upon award of the contract for the improvement by the LA and its approval by the DEPARTMENT, 100 percent of 
the total fee (excluding any fees paragraphs 1j and 1k of the ENGINEER AGREES), based on the above fee 
schedule and the awarded contract cost, less any previous payment. 

c. Upon completion of the construction of the improvement, 90 percent of the fee due for services stipulated in 
paragraphs 1j and 1k. 

d. Upon completion of all final reports required by the LA and the DEPARTMENT and acceptance of the improvement 
by the DEPARTMENT, 100 percent of the total fees due under this AGREEMENT, less any amounts previously 
paid. 

By mutual agreement, partial payments, not to exceed 90 percent of the amount earned, may be made from time to time 
as the work progresses. 

4. That should the improvements be abandoned at any time after the ENGINEER has performed any part of the services 
provided for in paragraphs 1a and 1g, and prior to the completion of such services the LA shall reimburse the 
ENGINEER 
for his actual costs plus percent incurred up to the time he is notified in writing of such abandonment 
“actual cost” being defined as material costs plus actual payrolls, insurance, social security and retirement deductions.  
Traveling and other out-of-pocket expenses will be reimbursed to the ENGINEER at his actual cost. 

5. That should the LA require changes in any of the detailed plans, specifications or estimates (except for those required 
pursuant to paragraph 4 of THE ENGINEER AGREES) after they have been approved by the DEPARTMENT, the LA 
will pay the ENGINEER for such changes on the basis of actual cost plus percent to cover profit, overhead 
and readiness to serve - “actual cost” being defined as in paragraph 4 above.  It is understood that “changes” as used in 
this paragraph shall in no way relieve the ENGINEER of his responsibility to prepare a complete and adequate set of 
plans. 

6. That should the LA extend completion of the improvement beyond the time limit given in the contract, the LA will pay the 
ENGINEER, in addition to the fees provided herein, his actual cost incurred beyond such time limit - “actual cost” being 
defined as in paragraph 4 above. 

7.  To submit approved forms BC 775 and BC 776 with this AGREEMENT when federal funds are used for construction. 

It is Mutually Agreed, 

1. That any difference between the ENGINEER and the LA concerning the interpretation of the provisions of this 
AGREEMENT shall be referred to a committee of disinterested parties consisting of one member appointed by the 
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ENGINEER one member appointed by the LA and a third member appointed by the two other members for disposition 
and that the committee’s decision shall be final. 

2. This AGREEMENT may be terminated by the LA upon giving notice in writing to the ENGINEER at his last known post 
office address.  Upon such termination, the ENGINEER shall cause to be delivered to the LA all drawings, specifications, 
partial and completed estimates and data if any from traffic studies and soil survey and subsurface investigations with 
the understanding that all such material becomes the property of the LA.  The ENGINEER shall be paid for any services 
completed and any services partially completed in accordance with Section 4 of THE LA AGREES. 

3. That if the contract for construction has not been awarded one year after the acceptance of the plans by the LA and their 
approval by the DEPARTMENT, the LA will pay the ENGINEER the balance of the engineering fee due to make 100 
percent of the total fees due under the AGREEMENT, based on the estimate of cost as prepared by the ENGINEER and 
approved by the LA and the DEPARTMENT. 

4. That the ENGINEER warrants that he/she has not employed or retained any company or person, other than a bona fide 
employee working solely for the ENGINEER, to solicit or secure this contract and that he/she has not paid or agreed to 
pay any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely for the ENGINEER, any fee, commission, 
percentage, brokerage fee, gifts or any other consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of this 
contract.  For breach or violation of this warranty the LA shall have the right to annul this contract without liability.

AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERING SERVICES FOR 
THE STREET MAINTENANCE IN THE CITY OF EAST PEORIA 

This is an AGREEMENT made as of by and between the City of East 
Peoria, 40 1 West Washington Street, East Peoria, IL 61611 (hereinafter called CLIENT), and Patrick N. 
Meyer & Associates, Inc., 15109 W. Bittersweet Ct., Brimfield, Illinois, 61517 (hereinafter called 
ENGlNEER). 

CLIENT intends to retain the services of ENGINEER to provide professional engineering services for the 
CLIENT's annual street maintenance program and other related miscellaneous engineering projects as 
designated by the CUENT (hereinafter called PROJECT). 

The relationship between the ENGINEER and the CLIENT shall be that of independent contractor, and 
not as master and servant, or principal and agent. 

1.0 SCOPE OF WORK 

The Scope of Work for the PROJECT includes the following items: 
• Assessment of street conditions and recommendations for improvements. 
• Representation at PPUA TS meetings and other meetings regarding additional funding. 
• Assessment and recommendations when responding to natural disasters such as floods, tornadoes, 

landslides, etc. 
• Assessment of and recommendations of drainage situations and coordination of contractor for 

design/build improvements. 
• Assessment and recommendations regarding right-of-way, trails, sidewalks, and intersections. 
• Other assessments and recommendations where CLIENT requests the ENGINEER involvement. 

2.0 CLIENT' S RESPONSIBJLITIES 

CLIENT shall provide full information as to its requirements for any PROJECT. CLIENT will provide 
to ENGINEER the any documents relative to the specified PROJECT. 

CLIENT shall provide access to the site of the PROJECT and make provisions for ENGINEER to enter 
public and private property as required by ENGINEER to perform his services. 

CLIENT shall examine all documents presented by ENGINEER relative to the PROJECT, obtain advice 
or counsel as it deems appropriate for such examination, and render decisions to ENGINEER within a 
reasonable time period. 

CLIENT shall obtain for itself such legal, accounting, and insurance counseling services as may be 
required for the PROJECT. 

3.0 PERIOD OF SERVICE 
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This Agreement shall be in force for a period of three (3) years from the date first written above . This 
Agreement may be extended by two (2) additional years if mutually agreed upon in writing by the 
CLIENT and the ENGINEER. 

The term of this AGREEMENT shall continue until terminated as provided herein or at any time prior to 
the termination date of this Agreement by either party, with or without cause, by ninety (90) days written 
notice to the other party. If this AGREEMENT is terminated at any time during the term of this 
Agreement, payment due ENGINEER for services rendered through the date of termination shall be paid 
by CLIENT. 

4.0 COMPENSATION 

CLIENT shall pay ENGINEER for labor services at the annual rate per hour and of ENGINEER's sub­
consultants at their rate.

5.0 OTHER 

5.1 Emergency Services 

Indemnification: The CLIENT agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to indemnifY and hold 
harmless the ENGINEER, his or her officers, directors, employees, agents and sub-consultants from and 
against all damages, liabilities or costs, including reasonable attorneys' fees and defense costs, arising 
out of or in any way connected with the ENGINEER's providing emergency services under this 
Agreement, excepting only those damages, liabilities or costs arising directly from the negligence or 
willful misconduct of the ENGINEER. 

Waiver: In addition, the CLIENT agrees, to the maximum extent permitted by law, to waive any claims 
against the ENGINEER arising out of the performance of these emergency services, except for the 
negligence or willful misconduct of the ENGINEER. 

The term "emergency services" as used in this Section 5.1 shall mean when ENGINEER provides 
CLIENT engineering services on an emergency basis such that the ENGINEER renders engineering 
services to CLIENT to assist CLIENT in reviewing and implementing an immediate course of action at 
the time that the emergency situation or event is occurring or while the safety of persons and property 
remains in imminent peril. The term "emergency services" is not meant to cover engineering services 
that are provided a day or week (or more) after the event causing the emergency has been discovered and 
reported to the ENGINEER. 

5.2 No Third Party Beneficiaries 

Information for the Sole Use and Benefit of the CLIENT: All opinions and conclusions of the 
ENGINEER, whether written or oral, and any plans, specifications or other documents and services 
provided by the ENGINEER are for the sole use and benefit of the CLIENT and are not to be provided to 
any other person or entity without the prior written consent of the ENGINEER. Nothing contained in this 
Agreement shall create a contractual relationship with or a cause of action in favor of any third party 
against either the ENGINEER or the CLIENT. 
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5.3 Existence of Conditions 

Certifications, Guarantees and Warranties: The ENGINEER shall not be required to execute any 
document that would result in the ENGINEER certifYing, guaranteeing or warranting the existence of any 
conditions. This provision is not to be interpreted as CUENT's waiver of ENGINEER's obligation to 
meet his professional responsibilities for quality of services when providing services to CLIENT or as the 
CLIENT's waiver of claims against ENGINEER for malfeasance in relation to services provided to the 
CLIENT under the terms of this AGREEMENT. 

5.4 Assistance with Freedom of Information Act Requests 

When the CLIENT receives a document request under the Illinois Freedom of Information Act ("FOIA"), 
the ENGINEER will provide documents to CLIENT that are responsive to the FOIA document request at 
no cost for any standard size documents (8~ x 11) or for documents in electronic format (including .pdf 
format). Should the CLIENT require copies pursuant to a FOIA request of full-size engineering 
documents greater than standard size documents, the CLIENT shall pay ENGINEER an amount no 
greater than the cost of materials for making such larger size documents. The CLIENT shall not be 
charged labor costs by ENGINEER for making or providing any documents to CLIENT pursuant to a 
FOIA request received by the CLIENT.

DISCUSSION:

Staff is recommending the approval of a contract with SiteMed Fire to conduct required OSHA mandated
respirator evaluations and provide a wellness exam that meets NFPA 1582 standards for our firefighters. This

comprehensive approach combines proven life safety screenings and one-on-one personalized medical
counseling with a medical group that understands the medical risks faced by our firefighters.  Staff is

requesting approval for an initial period of two ( 2) years and will automatically renew for successive
scheduling annually thereafter unless otherwise notified by either party 60 days prior to the scheduled testing.
In year one, all sworn firefighters will have an annual evaluation which will include a medical component,

fitness component and a firefighter cumulative stress assessment in the amount of$395 per firefighter. Staff

anticipates all firefighters will have a similar physical in year two with the ability to add additional evaluations.

SiteMed Fire is a physician- owned health care company specializing in NFPA 1582 firefighter medical exams.
The medical providers at SiteMed Fire have over 50 years combined experience with NFPA 1582 and OSHA

standards.  The focus of SiteMed Fire is on preventing disease and improving the firefighter' s health and
safety. In the event medical issues are discovered, SiteMed Fire will coordinate with the firefighter and their
personal physician to make sure our firefighter is safe to work. In addition, SiteMed Fire provides year around

access to doctors familiar with Fire service and standards for medical consultations.

SiteMed Fire will do on- site evaluations.  This will minimize time employees are taken out of service for

evaluations. SiteMed Fire will develop a relationship with local providers for an oversight program for new
hires or missed appointments that happen outside of scheduled on- site visits.

SiteMed Fire will provide confidential results and interpretations to the firefighter. A physician will evaluate

all charts and issue clearance letters.  SiteMed Fire will provide a department summary report which will
include relevant averages, ranges and annual comparison statistics.

RECOMMENDATION:

The contract with SiteMed Fire be approved, as a professional services agreement, and the Mayor be

authorized to execute a finalized contract with SiteMed Fire for an amount to not exceed $ 25, 000 for each

year.

BUSINESS ASSOCIATE AGREEMENT 
 

This Business Associate Agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered into as of the ____ day of 
_____________, 2020, by and between City of East Peoria, an Illinois municipal corporation 
(“Covered Entity”) and SiteMed, PLLC, a North Carolina limited liability company (“Business 
Associate”). 
 

RECITALS 
 
WHEREAS, the parties have entered into a contract whereby SiteMed PLLC (“SiteMed”) will 
provide on-site firefighter medical exams for the City’s Fire Department and EMS, and SiteMed 
(the Business Associate) will collect medical information from and about individual members of 
the Fire Department of the City (the Covered Entity); and 
 
WHEREAS, in addition to these services provided by SiteMed (the Business Associate), 
SiteMed will be sharing this individual medical information considered to be Protected Health 
Information, as defined herein, with the City’s wellness program service provider as part of the 
City’s wellness program; and 
 
WHEREAS, the parties acknowledge that Covered Entity is considered a ‘covered entity’ subject 
to the Privacy Rule; and 
 
WHEREAS, the parties agree that the terms of this Agreement are intended to coordinate with 
and be interpreted to apply in addition to the terms of the parties’ contract for these services, and 
in the event of any conflict or inconsistency with such other provisions, the provisions of this 
Agreement must control; 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises set forth in this Business 
Associate Agreement and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties hereby agree as 
follows: 

 
1.  DEFINITIONS 
 
 (a) Individual. “Individual” shall have the same meaning as the term “individual” in 45 
CFR 160.103 and shall include a person who qualifies as a personal representative in accordance 
with 45 CFR 164.502(g). 
 
 (b) Privacy Rule. “Privacy Rule” shall mean the Standards for Privacy of Individually 
Identifiable Health Information at 45 CFR part 164, subparts A, C, D and E, and as may be 
amended from time to time.  
 
 (c) Protected Health Information. “Protected Health Information” shall have the same 
meaning as the term “protected health information” in 45 CFR160.103, limited to the 
information created or received by Business Associate from or on behalf of Covered Entity, and 
includes when applicable electronic Protected Health Information as defined in 45 CFR 160.103. 
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 (d) Required by Law. “Required by Law” shall have the same meaning as the term 
“required by law” in 45 CFR 164.103. 
 
 (e) Secretary. “Secretary” shall mean the Secretary of the Department of Health and 
Human Services or his designee. 
 
 (f) Catch-all definition.  Terms used, but not otherwise defined, in this Agreement shall 
have the same meaning as those terms in the Privacy Rule. 
 
2.  OBLIGATIONS AND ACTIVITIES OF BUSINESS ASSOCIATE 
 
 (a) Business Associate agrees to not use or disclose Protected Health Information 
other than as permitted or required by the Agreement or as Required by Law. 
 
 (b) Business Associate agrees to comply with Subpart C of 45 CFR 164 to prevent 
use or disclosure of the electronic Protected Health Information other than as provided for by this 
Agreement, including, but not limited to, the implementation of administrative, physical, and 
technical safeguards that reasonably and appropriately protect the confidentiality, integrity, and 
availability of the electronic Protected Health Information that it creates, receives, maintains, or 
transmits on behalf of the Covered Entity. 
 
 (c) Business Associate agrees to mitigate, to the extent practicable and as Required 
by Law, any harmful effect that is known to Business Associate of a use or disclosure of 
Protected Health Information by Business Associate in violation of the requirements of this 
Agreement. 
 
 (d) Business Associate agrees to report to Covered Entity any use or disclosure of the 
Protected Health Information not provided for by this Agreement of which it becomes aware, 
including any breach or security incident involving unsecured Protected Health Information in 
any form as required by 45 CRF 164.410. 
 
  (e) Business Associate agrees to ensure that any agent, including a subcontractor, to 
whom it provides electronic Protected Health Information created, received, maintained, or 
transmitted on behalf of Covered Entity, agrees to the same requirements, restrictions and 
conditions that apply through this Agreement to Business Associate with respect to such 
information. 
 
 (f) Business Associate agrees to provide access, at the request of Covered Entity, to 
Protected Health Information in a Designated Record Set, to Covered Entity or, as directed by 
Covered Entity, to an Individual in order to meet the requirements under 45 CFR 164.524.  
 
 (g) Business Associate agrees to make any amendment(s) to Protected Health 
Information in a Designated Record Set  as directed or agreed to by Covered Entity pursuant to 
or as necessary to satisfy 45 CFR 164.526. 
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 (h) Business Associate agrees to make internal practices, books, and records 
including policies and procedures and Protected Health Information relating to the use and 
disclosure of Protected Health Information received from, or created or received by Business 
Associate on behalf of, Covered Entity available to the Covered Entity, or to the Secretary 
determining Covered Entity’s compliance with the Privacy Rule. 
 
 (i) Business Associate agrees to document such disclosures of Protected Health 
Information and information related to such disclosures as would be required for Covered Entity 
to respond to a request by an Individual for an accounting of disclosures of Protected Health 
Information in accordance with 45 CFR 164.528. 
 
 (j) Business Associate agrees to provide Covered Entity or an Individual information 
collected in accordance with Section (i) above to permit Covered Entity to respond to a request 
by an Individual for an accounting of disclosures of Protected Health Information in accordance 
with 45 CFR 164.528. 
 
 (k) Business Associate agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Covered Entity, its 
employees, officers and directors from any and all liability, payment, loss, cost, expense 
(including reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs), or penalty incurred by Covered Entity, its 
employees, officers or directors in connection with any claim, suit, demand or action asserted 
against Covered Entity, its employees, officers or directors resulting from the intentional or 
negligent breach of the rights of a participant in the Plan under the Privacy Rule, or the failure to 
fulfill any obligation of this Agreement, by Business Associate, its employees, officers, directors, 
agents or subcontractors.  Business Associate agrees to assist and defend Covered Entity in all 
investigations, suits, adjudications, arbitrations or proceedings of any kind, whether brought by 
the Secretary, an individual, or any other entity, that may result or arise from any breach or 
alleged breach by Business Associate. 
 
 (l) Business Associate agrees to notify Covered Entity immediately following the 
discovery of any breach of unsecured Protected Health Information and agrees to assist and 
cooperate with Covered Entity in investigating and reporting any breach of unsecured Protected 
Health Information, as Required by Law. 
 
 (m) Business Associate agrees to adopt and implement policies and procedures and 
documentation requirements as required by 45 CFR 164.316 and as Required by Law, including 
but not limited to appropriate risk assessment policies and procedures for the prevention, 
discovery and reporting of breaches of unsecured Protected Health Information and for 
documentation, review and retention of such policies and procedures. 
 
 (n) Business Associate agrees to comply with the requirements of Subpart E of 45 
CFR 164 to the extent Business Associate is to carry out Covered Entity’s obligations under 
Subpart E.

3.  PERMITTED USES AND DISCLOSURES BY BUSINESS ASSOCIATE 
 
General Use and Disclosure Provision 
 
 (a)  Except as otherwise limited in this Agreement, Business Associate may only use 
or disclose Protected Health Information on behalf of, or to provide services to, Covered Entity 
as necessary to perform the services set forth in any other agreement between the parties and the 
Covered Entities’ governing documents, if such use or disclosure of Protected Health 
Information would not violate the Privacy Rule if done by Covered Entity or the minimum 
necessary policies and procedures of the Covered Entity. 
  
 (b) Except as otherwise limited in this Agreement, Business Associate may use or 
disclose Protected Health Information for the proper management and administration of the 
Business Associate or to carry out the legal responsibilities of the Business Associate, provided 
that disclosures are Required By Law, or Business Associate obtains reasonable assurances from 
the person to whom the information is disclosed that it will remain confidential and used or 
further disclosed only as Required By Law or for the purpose for which it was disclosed to the 
person, and the person notifies the Business Associate of any instances of which it is aware in 
which the confidentiality of the information has been breached. 
 
 (c)  Except as otherwise limited in this Agreement, Business Associate may use 
Protected Health Information to provide Data Aggregation services to Covered Entity as 
permitted by 45 CFR 164.504(e)(2)(i)(B). 
 
 (d) Business Associate may use Protected Health Information to report violations of 
law to appropriate Federal and State authorities, consistent with 45 CFR 164.502(j)(1). 
 
4.  OBLIGATIONS OF COVERED ENTITY 
 
Provisions for Covered Entity to Inform Business Associate of Privacy Practices and Restriction  
 
 (a) Covered Entity shall notify Business Associate of any limitation(s) in its notice of 
privacy practices of Covered Entity in accordance with 45 CFR 164.520, to the extent that such 
limitation may affect Business Associate’s use or disclosure of Protected Health Information. 
 
 (b) Covered Entity shall notify Business Associate of any changes in, or revocation 
of, permission by Individual to use or disclose Protected Health Information, to the extent that 
such changes may affect Business Associate’s use or disclosure of Protected Health Information. 
  
 (c) Covered Entity shall notify Business Associate of any restriction to the use or 
disclosure of Protected Health Information that Covered Entity has agreed to in accordance with 
45 CFR 164.522, to the extent that such restriction may affect Business Associate’s use or 
disclosure of Protected Health Information. 
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Permissible Requests by Covered Entity 
 
 Covered Entity shall not request Business Associate to use or disclose Protected Health 
Information in any manner that would not be permissible under the Privacy Rule if done by 
Covered Entity unless specifically allowed by this Agreement. 
 
5.  TERM AND TERMINATION 
 
 (a) Term. Except as may be otherwise specified herein, this Agreement shall be effective 
as of the date first set forth above and shall terminate when all Protected Health Information 
provided by Covered Entity to Business Associate, or created or received by Business Associate 
on behalf of Covered Entity, is destroyed or returned to Covered Entity, or, if it is infeasible to 
return or destroy Protected Health Information, protections are extended to such information, in 
accordance with the termination provisions in this Section 5..   
 
 (b) Termination for Cause. Upon Covered Entity’s knowledge of a material breach by 
Business Associate, Covered Entity shall: 
 

 (1) Provide an opportunity for Business Associate to cure the breach or end 
the violation and terminate this Agreement if Business Associate does not cure the breach 
or end the violation within the time specified by Covered Entity; 
 
 (2) Immediately terminate this Agreement if Business Associate has breached 
a material term of this Agreement and cure is not possible; or 
 
 (3)  If neither termination nor cure is feasible, Covered Entity shall report the 
violation to the Secretary. 

 
 (c) Effect of Termination. 
  

 (1) Except as provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection (c), upon 
termination of this Agreement, for any reason, Business Associate shall return or destroy 
all Protected Health Information received from Covered Entity, or created, maintained, or 
received by Business Associate on behalf of Covered Entity that the Business Associate 
still maintains in any form. This provision shall apply to Protected Health Information 
that is in the possession of subcontractors or agents of Business Associate. Business 
Associate shall retain no copies of the Protected Health Information. 
 
 (2)  In the Event that Business Associate determines that returning or 
destroying the Protected Health Information is infeasible, Business Associate shall 
provide to Covered Entity notification of the conditions that make return or destruction 
infeasible. Upon determination that return or destruction of Protected Health Information 
is infeasible, Business Associate shall extend the protections of this Agreement to such 
Protected Health Information and limit further uses and disclosures of such Protected 
Health Information to those purposes that make the return or destruction infeasible, for so 
long as Business Associate maintains such Protected Health Information. 
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6.  MISCELLANEOUS 

 
 (a) Regulatory References. A reference in this Agreement to a section in the Privacy 
Rule means the section as in effect or as amended. 
 
 (b) Amendment. The Parties agree to take such action as is necessary to amend this 
Agreement from time to time as is necessary for Covered Entity to comply with the requirements 
of the Privacy Rule and the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, Pub. L. 
No. 104-191. 
 
 (c) Survival. The respective rights and obligations of Business Associate under the 
Effect of Termination Section of this Agreement (Section 5(c)) shall survive the termination of 
this Agreement. 
 
 (d) Interpretation. Any ambiguity in this Agreement shall be resolved to permit 
Covered Entity to comply with the Privacy Rule.

By adding this temporary position, we will be 
many weeks ahead in this individual being released as manpower which will result in significant 
overtime savings.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING TEMPORARY INCREASE IN THE NUMBER OF 
FIREFIGHTERS ON THE EAST PEORIA FIRE DEPARTMENT 

 
 WHEREAS, Title 1, Chapter 5, Section 2.1 of the East Peoria City Code authorizes 
the City Council to determine from time to time by Resolution the number of individuals 
to hold each rank on the East Peoria Fire Department; and 
 
 WHEREAS, in December 2018, pursuant to Resolution No. 1819-106, the City 
temporarily increased the number of firefighters on the Fire Department by three to a total 
of 33 firefighters in an effort to minimize overtime costs in the Fire Department; and  
 

WHEREAS, in accordance with Resolution No. 1819-106, the temporary increase 
to 33 in the number of firefighters in the Fire Department that was approved in December 
2018 will then decrease back down to 30 through attrition of members leaving the Fire 
Department after April 30, 2020; and  
 
 WHEREAS, a firefighter has submitted his letter of intent to retire in June 2020; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, the City seeks to retain the number of firefighters at a level of 33 upon 

the retirement of this firefighter, while determining whether the staffing level of firefighters 
will be deceased back to 30 at a later date after the passage of this Resolution; and 

 
 WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City of East Peoria to temporarily 
increase the total number of individuals holding the rank of firefighter in the East Peoria 
Fire Department by one to 34; and 
 
 WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the City that after the retirement of this 
firefighter in June 2020, the total number of firefighters in the Fire Department be reduced 
by one to 33, and thereafter, the total number of firefighters in the Fire Department be 
reduced through attrition to 30; 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
EAST PEORIA, TAZEWELL COUNTY, ILLINOIS, THAT:   
 
 Section 1.  Effective immediately, the Fire Department of the City of East Peoria 
shall consist of the following personnel:

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C. Three Assistant Fire Chiefs 
D. Nine Lieutenants 
E. Thirty-Four Firefighters 
F. One Paid on Call Firefighter 

 
 Section 2.  The Fire Chief is hereby authorized and directed to notify the Police 
and Fire Commission of the temporary increase in firefighters and to request the Police 
and Fire Commission to undertake the process of appointing a probationary firefighter to 
fill the position hereby created. 
 
 Section 3.  Subject to further action by the City Council, effective on June 30, 
2020, the Fire Department of the City of East Peoria shall consist of the following 
personnel upon attrition to the staffing levels established in Resolution 1819-106: 
 

A. One Fire Chief 
B. Two Deputy Fire Chiefs 
C. Three Assistant Fire Chiefs 
D. Nine Lieutenants 
E. Thirty Firefighters

SUBJECT: Ordinance Amending Truancy Provisions of City Code 

DISCUSSION: 

At the request of the Officials at East Peoria Community High School, the truancy 
provisions of the City Code have been reviewed and updated in accordance with recent 
changes to the Illinois School Code regarding compulsory attendance at school.  Under 
these changes to the Illinois School Code, the compulsory age for school attendance 
was extended to those children age 6 years old (previously it was 7 years old). 
Additionally, these changes to the School Code made attendance compulsory for 
students under age 6 and over age 17 who are enrolled in school. 

Thus, this Ordinance amends the City Code provisions that address student truancy 
and parental oversight of school students who allow or permit a student to be truant in a 
manner that is consistent with the current provisions of the Illinois School Code..

ORDINANCE NO. 4482 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 10, CHAPTER 1 OF THE EAST PEORIA 
CITY CODE PERTAINING TO TRUANCY AND EXCESSIVE ABSENTEEISM 

WHEREAS, the City of East Peoria (the “City”) is an Illinois municipal 
corporation in accordance with the Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and 

WHEREAS, the City requires persons under the age of eighteen (18) who 
are enrolled in a public, private or parochial school within the City limits to attend 
school unless they have a valid reason for not attending; and 

WHEREAS, since the 2014-2015 school year, the Illinois School Code has 
mandated compulsory attendance at school for children between the ages of 6 and 
17 years old; and 

WHEREAS, since the 2014-2015 school year, the Illinois School Code has 
also required any person having custody or control of a child who is not of 
compulsory school age, but is below the age of 6 years or is 17 years of age or 
above and who is enrolled in any of the grades kindergarten through 12 in a public 
school to cause that child to attend school unless the child has a valid reason for 
not attending; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to amend the City Code to also address the 
attendance of pupils who are not of compulsory school age, but are enrolled in a 
public, private or parochial school within the corporate limits of the City, to be 
compelled to attend school unless they have a valid excuse, thereby complying 
with the Illinois School Code; 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EAST PEORIA, 
TAZEWELL COUNTY, ILLINOIS, THAT: 

Section 1.  Title 10, Chapter 1, Section 4.18 of the East Peoria City Code 
is hereby amended to read as follows (additions are indicated by underline; 
deletions by strikeout): 

10-1-4.18. Truancy and excessive absenteeism prohibited. 

(a) Truancy. It shall be unlawful for any person under the 
age of eighteen (18) years(i) between the ages of 6 and 17 years 
old, or (ii) under the age of 21 enrolled in any of grades kindergarten 
through 12th grade, in a public, private or parochial school within 
the corporate limits of the city, to absent himself or herself from 



 
 

   
     

      
     

   
  

     
    

  
  

 
      

  
  

   
  

   
  

 
     

  
   

 
   

   
   

   
 

 
      

     
 

     
 

  
 

 
     

   
  

 
  
 

 

attendance at school without valid cause. Any person who should 
so absent himself or herself shall be guilty of the offense of truancy. 

(b) Excessive absenteeism. It shall be unlawful for any 
person under the age of eighteen (18) years enrolled in any of 
grades kindergarten through 12th grade, in a public, private or 
parochial school within the corporate limits of the city, to absent 
himself or herself from attendance at school for five (5) or more 
student attendance days during any one (1) school year, unless 
such absenteeism is for valid cause and has been approved by his 
or her school district. 

(c) Emergency conditions. Emergency or unforeseen 
absence due to illness or other causes beyond the control of the 
person so absenting himself or herself shall not constitute 
truancy or excessive absenteeism if a valid cause has been 
obtained from the parent or person in loco parentis and such valid 
cause is submitted in writing to the proper school authorities within 
twenty-four (24) hours after such absence. 

(d) Valid cause. A valid cause for absence is an illness that 
would temporarily impair or interfere with a student's learning ability, 
observance of a religious holiday, death in the immediate family, 
family emergency or such other circumstances which cause 
reasonable concern to the parent, guardian or custodian for the 
safety or health of the student. Valid cause shall not include 
babysitting, employment activities (unless specifically sanctioned 
by the student's school district) or any other reason that does not 
temporarily impair or interfere with a student's learning ability. 

(e) Penalty. Any person found guilty of truancy or excessive 
absenteeism under this section shall be fined not less than one 
hundred dollars ($100.00), nor more than seven hundred fifty 
dollars ($750.00). Any person found guilty of truancy or excessive 
absenteeism more than three (3) times in any school year shall be 
fined not less than three hundred dollars ($300.00) for each 
subsequent offense. 

Section 2.  Title 10, Chapter 1, Section 4.19 of the East Peoria City Code 
is hereby amended to read as follows (additions are indicated by underline; 
deletions by strikeout): 

10-1-4.19. Parental allowance of truancy or excessive absenteeism
prohibited. 
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(a) It shall be unlawful for a parent or a person in loco parentis to 
knowingly permit any person under the age of eighteen (18) years (i) 
between the ages of 6 and 17 years old, or (ii) under the age of 21 to 
commit an act of truancy or excessive absenteeism as defined in section 
10-1-4.18. This Section 10-1-4.19(a) shall not apply to a parent or person 
in loco parentis of a student if the student is legally emancipated from the 
parent or person in loco parentis. 

(b)  A parent or person in loco parentis shall be considered to have 
knowingly permitted any person minor under section 10-1-4.18 to commit 
an act of truancy as defined in said section when the parent or person in 
loco parentis knows that said minor person absents himself or herself 
from attendance at school without valid cause and the parent or person 
in loco parentis fails to act to insure that the minor person attends the 
school in which he or she is enrolled. 

(c)  A parent or person in loco parentis shall be considered to have 
knowingly permitted a person under the age of eighteen (18) years to 
commit the offense of excessive absenteeism as defined above when the 
parent or person in loco parentis provides a written or oral excuse for the 
minor person's nonattendance which is false or does not amount to valid 
cause. 

(d)  A parent or person in loco parentis found guilty under this 
section shall be fined not less than one hundred dollars ($100.00), nor 
more than seven hundred fifty dollars ($750.000). A parent or person in 
loco parentis found guilty under this section more than three (3) times in 
any one (1) school year shall be fined not less than three hundred dollars 
($300.00) for each subsequent offense. 

Section 3.  This Ordinance is hereby ordered to be published in pamphlet 
form by the City Clerk and said Clerk is ordered to keep at least three (3) copies 
hereof available for public inspection in the future and in accordance with the 
Illinois Municipal Code. 

Section 4. This Ordinance is in addition to all other ordinances on the 
subject and shall be construed therewith except as to that part in direct conflict with 
any other ordinance, and in the event of such conflict, the provisions hereof shall 
govern. 

Section 5.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its 
passage, approval, and ten (10) day period of publication in the manner provided 
by law.
